My dad is a Texas Tech graduate
and has always been very involved in
the agriculture industry in one way
or another. He has always loved
stock shows and everything that goes along with
it, well almost everything. His love of the sport of
stock showing was contagious and | couldn’t wait

to have animals of my very own.

I still remember the excitement of getting my very
first pigs when | was five, a Duroc and
Hampshire, | named them Abby and Elizabeth
after my best friends. | travelled many miles with
those first pigs. We went to Texas Club Pig
Association jackpot shows all over the state and
competed with my pigs. | won some of my first
awards with those pigs. After that one season, |
was hooked. | couldn’t wait until the next year
so | could start all over again. | continued to go to
jackpot shows until | was in third grade and |
could show “for real”. | couldn’t wait to be able
to show at the major shows | had watched

everyone else show at for the past 3 years.

One of the first lessons | learned was at the Valley
FFA jackpot. | had the cutest paisley fleece lined
cuffed jeans with a matching vest that | was very
proud of. Since | was relatively new to showing |
didn’t know all of the hazards of showing gilts. |
was proudly exhibiting my gilt to the judge when |
noticed a sudden warmth on my leg, when |
looked down | noticed the gilt had also left me a
present in my cuff. | was in the middle of a mid-
ring melt down when my dad got my attention
and told me that the show must go on and |
would just have to ignore it (maybe not in those
exact words). That was a very hard lesson to

learn but it is one that | have never forgotten.

My first year to show at majors | also got to have
my first steer, his name was Leroy. He was a
shorthorn and | thought he was coolest thing ever,
even if he did scare me just a bit at first. | got to
exhibit him several times during the summer and

fall. He was breed champion or reserve breed

champion at most shows we went to, until we hit the

majors and redlity of major shows hit home. While
standing in line with Leroy at Fort Worth, my dad
looked at me and said “Madi, | think we brought a
knife to a gun fight.” That pretty much summed up
things for San Antonio and Houston as well. After
my mom, sister and | cried our eyes out when we
had to take him to the truck at Houston, Dad
decided that was a job that was best done alone.

We have been fortunate enough to have had a lot
of success with our small heard, having many breed
and reserve breeds and raising pigs that have placed
at all of the major shows in Texas. | have learned a
lot of responsibilities and life lessons through the
years in the pig barn. | have learned that when
you’re the one in the family with the skinniest arms
you get to be the one that pulls pigs when the sow is
having trouble. That is probably the one thing that

would surprise almost anyone that knows me.

One of the coolest but most nerve-racking trips was
when my mom and | took my Angus steer, Midnight
to the Fort Worth Stock Show without Dad. We
were on our own, going to the most important
haired steer show in the state of Texas. We were
on our own even though Dad had Michael Dawson,
